Resonance:


Resonance is the auras cast by everything in existence.  Any Primals with “Mage Sight” can read Resonance.  
Resonance Mechanics:  Intelligence + Occult

Action:  Extended, one roll represents one turn of scrutiny

Scrutinizing Beings and Objects:

Identity (1 success): Allows you to indentify the aura and connect it in the future. With 3 successes you can determine the Sympathetic connection of the object, assuming you have identified both owner and object.

For example, when you pick up the favored hand gun of a gangster, you can later connect it to the gangster. 

You can also recognize beings in disguise or changed. 

Nature (1 success):  One success tells you something is not what it seems.  With 5 successes you can identify vampires, shapechangers, and Ghouls.
Scrutinizing Mystic Effects:


Composition (1 success per Arcanum involved):  Determines the Arcana (or powers) involved
Potency (1 success per level of Potency): Determine the Potency of the magick
Targets (1 success per Target factor):  Determine the number of targets the spell “can” effect
Duration (1 success per Duration factor):  Determine the length of the magick
Identification (1 success for Improvised, 5 for Rotes):  Determine and identify the caster’s aura
Power (1 success per dot in Gnosis):  Determine the Gnosis of the caster
Mastery (1 success for Improvised, 5 for Rotes):  Determine the caster’s level of Arcanum in that spell
Scrutinizing Qualities:


Quality (5 successes per aspect):  Determine the “feel” of the Resonance.  The strongest is determined first. 

So for example, a cantina used as a vampire’s haven and a den for gangster drug dealers would have the following Qualities: A pale hole of void in the center (representing the vampire), deep red (representing the addictions of the gang), and purple (representing the aggressiveness of the occupants) 
Mage Sight with Arcana:

In addition to being able to scrutinize standard Resonance, Mage sight of different Arcana allows Primals to examine in more detail their own Arcana areas.
